 MINUTES FROM THE REGULAR BOARD MEETING OF THE
BARLOW WATER IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT
October 14, 2023
The Barlow Water Improvement District (BWID), an Oregon Corporation, organized pursuant to ORS Chapter 65; operating as a nonprofit water improvement district pursuant to ORS Chapter 554, holds this regular membership meeting at our office conference room located at 106A N Morrow Rd in Pine Hollow on this 14th day of October, 2023. 

Chairman Kim Schlaht called the meeting to order at 9:05am. Directors present: Kim Schlaht, Steve Ferrell, Steve Gordon, Davon Hodgen, James Birchfield and Glenn Miller. Melanie Birchfield was absent. Also in attendance were Barlow Water employees Dawn Denney and Don Veenker.
Minutes from the BWID board meeting held on September 9, 2023 were reviewed. James motioned to approve the minutes. Davon seconded the motion, which was approved by all board members present. 

Steve G. read the financial report for September 2023. James motioned to approve the financial report. Davon seconded the motion, which was approved by all board members present. The financial report is attached as a separate document to these minutes. 

Don read the system report for September. The system report is attached as a separate document to these minutes. 
Eastside Paving has completed the asphalt. During the meeting, Eastside Paving dropped off the stencil and paint so Don could paint the lines for the handicapped spot. Once that is done, we can request a final building inspection. 
Don said all of the pipes are installed on Eagle Point. The plumber is scheduled to be here on 10/25/23 to make the connections. The plumber will be pulling the permits for each of the 8 lots that they will be connecting. Nick Marquez told Don he wants to connect the lines on his properties. The board agreed we need to pull permits for all properties that are being connected to the new line. Dawn asked Don to get the measurements for Nick’s properties on Monday.

Don will start working on the out of district property on Monday. 
We received a refund from Ferguson Waterworks for the valve that was bad. 

The new website is up and running. 

Dawn received a call from our insurance agent, Steve Silva advising us to consider insuring some or all of our fire hydrants. He said we could insure 30 fire hydrants for approximately $400.00 per year and our policy would read “hydrants throughout the district.” Steve G. asked Dawn to find out if the coverage would include flooding of a home. He also asked Dawn to find out if we have an umbrella policy. 

Dawn inquired about the COVID tax relief and was told we should hear something in November. 

The golf cart is in the process of being repaired. Don said he would do meter reads in November. 

We need to get a backup for Don. Donnie Hughes has been working with Don and is interested in being trained as a backup. Don said he would start training him once Eagle Point is done. Don will invite Donnie to the next meeting. 
Questions/Comments:

Don said he would like to see more accrued sick leave in case he gets sick. Kim said it was backdated to the beginning of the fiscal year 07/01/23 and would not go beyond that.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:41am.
